0 Keep in touch with teachers, but don't overdo it. —Most teachers appreciate parents caring enough to keep in touch a
few times a term but do not appreciate parents expecting contact on a regular basis.

0 Teach your child character it will improve social and academic skills more than anything else, Parks says. —Some things
are simply wrong, and the world your child will grow up in will punish crimes, so give your child a head start.

0 Make time every day to talk with your child about the day's activities. —Let them know you care, and really listen to what
they have to say.
